ORDER FOLLOWING HEARING ON POST-TRIAL MOTIONS/
SENTENCING ORDER/ORDER COMMITTING DEFENDANT TO CUSTODY OF
COMMISSIONER OF THE WEST VIRGINIA DEPARTMENT OF CORRECTIONS

On the 27" day of April, 2009, came the State of West Virginia by William R. Walker,
Assistant Prosecuting Attémey for Harrison County, West Virginia, and came also the
defendant, Kenneth Earl MclIntyre also known as William Lee Mclntyre, in person and in the
custbdy of the Sheriff of Harrison County, West Virginia, and by H. Keith Skeen, his counsel.
Also present for said proceedings were Chief Deputy S‘teve Johnson of the Harrison County
- Sheriff’s Department and Charles L. Scott, Chief Probation Officer.

Whereupon, the Court reviewed the procedural history of the above captioned matter for
the record.

Whereupon, the Court addressed the post trial motions filed by the defendant in this

matter.

Thereupon, the Court heard argument from the State in response to the defendant’s

motions.

Whereupon, after reviewing the defendant’s motions and the State’s responscs thereto

and hearing arguments of counsel, the Court DENIED the defendant’s post trial motions.
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Thereupon, the Court, without objection of counsel for the State and counsel for the
defendant, ORDERED that the Forensic Psychiatric Evaluation of Dr. Asad Hamid Khan, M.D.
report dated April 18, 2009, the Psychological Evaluation of Martin Levin, M.A. dated February
13, 2009, be filed and made a part of the record in this case.

Thereupon, counsel for the State and counsel for the defendant advised the Court that
they had received and reviewed the Presentence Investigation Report of Michael A. Fawcett,
dated January 26, 2009, and had some minor corrections to note. The Court then took notice that
the defendant’s correct age is sixty (60) and the correct penalty for a violation of § 61-8D-5 is
not less than five (5) years nor more than fifteen (15) years. The Court further took note of the
defendant’s earlier work history not contained in the report and indicated that it would not
consider for purposes of sentencing that portion of the defendant’s criminal record alleging that
he had been convicted of Assault and Battery in 1968, due to the defendant’s assertion that he
had not been so convicted. Thereupon, the Court ORDERED that the Presentence Investigation
- Report with the noted corrections, be filed and made a part of the record in this case.

Thereupon, counsel for the State advised the Court thaf the victim was present in the
courtroom, but did not wish to address the Court.

Thereupon, the Court heard the sentencing recommendations of counsel for the State and
counsel for the defendant. |

The Court thereupon advised the defendant of his right of allocution and the defendant,
Kenneth Earl Mclntyre also known as William Lee Mclntyre, thereupon addressed the Court
prior to imposition of sentence. |

Nothing further being offered in delay of judgment herein with regard to defendant’s

finding of guilty of the felony offense of Sexual Assault in the First Degree as contained in
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Count Two of the Indictment in this case, it was considered and ORDERED by the Court that
said defendant, Kenneth Earl Mclntyre also known as William Lee Mclntyre, be committed to
| the custody of the Commissioner of the West Virginia Department of Corrections for a term of

not less than fifteen (15) years nor more than thirty-five (35) years from the 7" day of February,
-2008, thereby giving the defendant credit for time previously served.

Nothing further being offered in delay of judgment herein with regard to defendant’s
finding of guilty of the felony offense of Sexual Abuse by a Parent as contained in Count Three
of the Indictment in this case, it was considered and ORDERED by the Court that said
defendant, Kenneth Earl Mclntyre also known as William I'Jec Mclntyre, be committed to the
custody of the Commissioner of the West Virginia Department of Corrections for a term of not
less than five (5) years nor more than fifteen (15) years. It was further ORDERED that said
term of imprisonment run concurrently with the term of imprisonment heretofore imposed upon
the defendant in Count Two of the Indictment in this case.

Nothing further being offered in delay of judgment herein with regard to defendant’s
finding of guilty of the felony offense of Incest as contained in Count Four of the Indictment in
this case, it was considered and ORDERED by the Court that said defendant, Kenneth Earl
Mclntyre also known as William Lee Mclntyre, be committed to the _custody of the
Commissioner of the West Virginia Department of Corrections for a term of not less than five (5)
years nor more than fifteen (15) years. It was further ORDERED that said term of imprisonment
run concurrently with the terms of imprisonment heretofore imposed upon the defendant in
Counts Two and Three of the Indictment in this case.

Nothing further being offered in delay of judgment herein with regard to defendant’s

finding of guilty of the felony offense of Sexual Assault in the First Degree as contained in
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Count Six of the Indictment in this case, it was considered and ORDERED by the Court that
said defendant, Kenneth Earl McIntyre also known as William Lee MclIntyre, be committed to
the custody of the Commissioner of the West Virginia Department of Corrections for a term of
not less than fifteen (15) years nor more than thirty-five (35) years. It was further ORDERED
that said term of imprisonment run concurrently with the terms of imprisonment heretofore
imposed upon the defendant in Counts Two, Threé and Four of the Indictment in this case.

Nothing further being offered in delay of judgment herein with regard to defendant’s
finding of guilty of the felony offense of Sexual Abuse by a Parent as contained in Count Seven
of the Indictment in this case, it was considered and ORDERED by the Court that said
defendant, Kenneth Earl Mclntyre also known as William Lee Mclntyre, be committed to the
custody of the Commissioner of the West Virginia Department of Corrections for a term of not
less than five (5) years nor more than fifteen (15) years. It was further ORDERED that said
term of imprisonment run concurrently with the terms of imprisonment heretofore imposed upon
* the defendant in Counts Two, Three, Four and Six of the Indictment in this case.

Nothing further being offered in delay of judgment hefein with regard to defendant’s
finding of guilty of the felony offense of Incest as contained in Count Eight of the Indictment in
this case, it was considered and ORDERED by the Court that said defendant, Kenneth Earl
Mclntyre also known as William Lee MclIntyre, be committed to the custody of the
Commissioner of the West Virginia Department of Corrections for a term of not less than five (5)
years nor more than fifteen (15) years. It was further ORDERED that said term of imprisonment
run concurrently with the terms of imprisonment heretofore imposed upon the defendant in

Counts Two, Three, Four, Six, and Seven of the Indictment in this case.
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Nothing further being offered in delay of judgment herein with regard to defendant’s
finding of guilty of the felony offense of Sexual Assault in the First Degree as contained in
Count Ten of the Indictment in this case, it was considered and ORDERED by the Court that
said defendant, Kenneth Earl Mclntyre also known as William Lee Mclntyre, be committed to
the custody of the Commissioner of the West Virginia Department of Corrections for a term of
not less than fifteen (15) years nor more than thirty-five (35) years. It was further ORDERED
that said term of imprisonment run consecutively to the terms of imprisonment heretofore
imposed upon the defendant in Counts Two, Three, Four, Six, Seven and Eight of the Indictment
in this case.

Nothing further being offered in delay of judgment herein with regard to defendant’s
finding of guilty of the felony offense of Sexual Abuse by a Parent as contained in Count Eleven
of the Indictment in this case, it was considered and ORDERED by the Court that said
defendant, Kenneth Ear]l MclIntyre also known as William Lee Mclntyre, be committed to the
- custody of the Commissioner of the West Virginia Department of Corrections for a term of not
less than five (5) years nor more than fifteen (15) years. It was further ORDERED that said
term of imprisonment run concurrently with Count Ten of the Indictment in this case and
consecutively to the terms of imprisonment heretofore imposed upon the defendant in Counts
Two, Three, Four, Six, Seven and Eight of the Indictment in this case.

Nothing further being offered in delay of judgment herein with regard to defendant’s
finding of guilty of the felony offense of Incest as contained in Count Twelve of the Indictment
in this case, it was considered and ORDERED by the Court that said defendant, Kenneth Earl
MclIntyre also known as William Lee Mclntyre, be committed to the custody of the

Commissioner of the West Virginia Department of Corrections for a term of not less than five (5)
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years nor more than fifteen (15) years. It was further ORDERED that said term of
imprisonment run concurrently with Counts Ten and Eleven of the Indictment in this case and
consecutively to the terms of imprisonment heretofore imposed upon the defendant in Counts
Two, Three, Four, Six, Seven and Eight of the Indictment in this case.

Nothing further being offered in delay of judgment herein with regard to defendant’s
finding of guilty of the felony offense of Sexual Assault in the First Degree as contained in
Count Fourteen of the Indictment in this case, it was considered and ORDERED by the Court
that said defendant, Kenneth Earl McIntyre also known as William Lee Mclntyre, be committed
to fhe custody of the Commissioner of the West Virginia Department of Corrections for a term of
not less than fifteen (15) years nor more than thirty-five (35) years. It was further ORDERED
that said term of imprisonment run concurrently with Counts Ten, Eleven and Twelve of the
Indictment in this case and consecutively to the terms of imprisonment heretofore imposed upon
the defendant in Counts Two, Three, Four, Six, Seven and Eight of the Indictment in this case.

Nothing further being offered in delay of judgment herein with regard to defendant’s
ﬁ}lding of guilty of the felony offense of Sexual Abuse by a Parent as contained in Count Fifteen
of the Indictment in this case, it was considered and ORDERED by the Court that said
defendant, Kenneth Earl McIntyre also known as William Lee Mclntyre, be committed to the
custody of the Commissioner of the West Virginia Department of Corrections for a term of not
less than five (5) years nor more than fifteen (15) years. It was further ORDERED that said
term of imprisonment run concurrently with Counts Ten, Eleven, Twelve, and Fourteen of the
Indictment in this case and consecutively to the terms of imprisonment heretofore imposed upon

the defendant in Counts Two, Three, Four, Six, Seven and Eight of the Indictment in this case.
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Nothing further being offered in delay of judgment herein with regard to defendant’s
finding of guilty of the felony offense of Incest as contained in Count Sixteen of the Indictment
in this case, it was considered and ORDERED by the Court that said defendant, Kenneth Earl
Mclntyre also known as William Lee Mclntyre, be committed to the custody of the
Commissioner of the West Virginia Department of Corrections for a term of not less than five (5)
years nor more than fifteen (15) years. It was further ORDERED that said term of
imprisonment run concurrently with Counts Ten, Eleven, Twelve, Fourteen and Fifieen of the
Indictment in this case and consecutively to the terms of imprisonment heretofore imposed upon
the defendant in Counts Two, Three, Four, Six, Seven and Eight of the Indictment in this case.

Thereupon, counsel for the State requested that the defendant be directed to register
pursuant to the Sex Offender Registration Act.

Thereupon, the Court advised the defendant of the requirements of the Sexual Offender
Registration Act, and the Court, the defendant, Kenneth Earl McIntyre also known. as William
“Lee Mclntyre, and counsel for the defendant signed in open Court the Notice of Sex Offender
Iiegistration Requirements. The defendant received a copy of the Notice of Sex Offender
Registration Requirements entered by the Court. The Court thereupon directed the Clerk of
this Court to send a copy of the Sex Offender Registration Requirements form to the Sex
Offender Registry within seventy-two (72) hours of entry of this Sentencing Ofder.

The Court further ORDERED that the defendant meet with a Probation Officer
within forty-eight (48) hours of said proceedings and fill out a sex offender registration
sheet, which sheet shall be submitted to the Harrison County Circuit Clerk’s Office and
shall be sent to the Sex Offender Registry with a certified copy of this Sentencing Order as

well as the Notice of Sex Offender Registration Requirements.
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Pursuant to West Virginia Code §62-12-26, it was further ORDERED that the defendant,
Kenneth Earl Mclntyre also known as William Lee Mclntyre, shall be required to serve a period
of twenty (20) years supervised release by the Harrison County Adult Probation Office, to
commence upon expiration of the term of imprisonment theretofore imposed upon the defendant
or upon his discharge from parole, whichever should occur later, and upon the following terms
and conditions:

1. Unless otherwise authorized, the defendant shgll maintain a single, verifiable
residence within Harrison County. Any change of address must be approved by defendant’s
probation officer.

2. The defendant is required to inform all persons living at his place of residence about
all of his sex related conditions of supervised release.

3. The defendant shall maintain full-time employment or perform community service as
approved by his probation officer until fully employed. Defendant’s probation officer must first
- approve any employment, or community service and locations, and may contact defendant’s
e}nployer at any time. Defendant will not work in certain occupations that involve being in the
private residences of others, such as, but not limited to, door-to-door sales, soliciting, home
service visits or delivery.

4. Defendant shall register with the West Virginia State Police as a sex offender within
three (3) days of being released on supervised release in accordance with West Virginia Code
§15-12-2.

5. Defendant shall not establish a residence or accept employment within one thousand

(1,000) feet of a school or childcare facility or within one thousand (1,000) feet of the residence
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of a victim or victims of any sexually violent offense for which he has been convicted in
accordance with West Virginia Code §62-12-26(b)(1).

6. Defendant may not live in the same residence as any minor child, nor exercise
visitation with any minor child or have any contact with the victim of the offense if the offense is
a violation of West Virginia Code §61-8-12, §61-8B-1 et seq., or §61-8D-1 et seq., without
petitioning the Court for a modification of this condition and being granted permission to do so
in according with West Virginia Code §62-12-9(a)(4); and if you were convicted of a sexually
violent offense, only if the Court further makes a finding that such residence or other living
accommodation meets the specific conditions and requirements of West Virginia Code §62-12-
26(b)(2). Contact includes face-to-face, telephonic, written, electronic, or any indirect contact
via third parties.

7. The defendant shall attend, actively participate in, and successfully complete a Coﬁﬂ—
approved sex offender treatment program as directed by the Court and in accordance with West
- Virginia Code §62-12-2. Prompt payment of any fees is defendant’s responsibility and -
defendant must maintain steady progress toward all treatment goals as determined by defendant’s
treatment provider. Unsuccessful termination from treatment or non-compliance with other
required behavioral management requirements will be considered a violation of defendant’s
supervised release. Defendant will not be permitted to change treatment providers without the
prior written permission of defendant’s probation officer or subsequent to a written Order from
the Court.

8. Defendant shall not be present at nor enter within two blocks of any park, school,
playground, swimming pool, daycare center, or other specific locations where children are

known to congregate unless approved by defendant’s probation officer.
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9. Defendant shall not participate in any activity which involves children under eighteen
(18) years of age, such as, but not limited to youth groups, Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts, Cub Scouts,
Brownies, 4-H, YMCA, youth sports teams, baby sitting, volunteer work, or any activity
defendant’s probation officer deems inappropriate.

10. Defendant must report any incidental contact with persons under age eighteen (18) to
his probation officer within twenty-four (24) hours of the contact,

11. Defendant shall not possess obscene matter as defined by West Virginia Code §61-
8A-1 or child pornography as defined in Title 18 U.S.C. §2256(8), including but not limited to:
videos, magazines, books, DVD’s, and material downloaded from the Internet. Defendant shall
not visit strip clubs, adult bookstores, motels specifically operated for sexual encounters, peep
shows, bars where partially nude or exotic dancers perform, or businesses that sell sexual devices
or aids.

12. Defendant shall not miss any appointments for treatment, psychotherapy, counseling,
or self-help groups such as any 12 Step Group, Community Support Group, etc., without the
pfior approval of his probation officer. Defendant shall comply with the attendance policy for
attending appointments as outlined by defendant’s probation officer.

13. Defendant shall continue to take any medication prescribed by his physician until

otherwise directed.

14. Defendant shall sign a waiver of confidentiality, release of information, and any
cher document required that permits his probation officer and other behavioral management or
treatment provider to collaboratively share and discuss his behavioral management conditions,
treatment progress, and probation needs, as a team. This permission may extend to: (1) sharing

his relapse prevention plan and treatment progress with his significant others and/or his victim’s
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therapist as directed by his probation officer or treatment provider(s); and (2) sharing of his
modus operandi behaviors with law enforcement personnel.b

15. Defendant shali be subject to a curfew at the direction of his probation officer.

16. Defendant shall notify his probation officer of his establishment of any dating,
intimate and/or sexual relationship.

17. Defendant shall not engage in a dating, intimate or sexual relationship with any
person who has children under the age of eighteen (18) years.

18. Defendant shall submit to polygraph testing in accordance with West Virginia Code
§62-11D-2 to assist his probation officer in monitoring his compliance with his conditions of
probation and treatment, which shall be at his own expense, unless he has been judicially
determined to be unable to pay for such tests.

19. That he be of good behavior and keep the peace.

20. That he not violate any laws of the State of West Virginia, any other State, any
~ County or municipality or of the United States of America.

21. That he not leave the State of West Virginia without first obtaining the consent of his
probation officer or of this Court.

22. That he comply with any and all rules and reguiations that may be promulgated by
his probation officer.

23. That he shall not possess in his héme 51‘ carry about his person any firearms or lethal
weapons of any type.

24. That he shall not consume nor have in his possession any alcoholic beverages
including the so called nonintoxicating beer or wine, nor associate with anyone possessing or

consuming the same, nor frequent any establishment where the same are served or sold for
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coﬂsumption on the premises. Further, he shall not consume nor have in his possession any
controlled substance or drug paraphernalia, other than those substances that may be prescribed
for him by a licensed physician and taken in the prescribed dosages, nor associate with anyone
possessing or consuming the same.

25. That he shall submit to random drug and alcohol testing at the discretion of his
probation officer at his expense and he shall provide a sample of his blood, breath or urine at the
request of his probation officer for said testing.

26. The he pay the costs of these proceedings.

27. That he pay a supervision fee of Ten Dollars ($10.00) per month.

The Court thereupon advised the defendant that the terms of supervised release may be
modified upon petition to the Court after two (2) years of successful completion of supervised

release.

The Court further ORDERED that the defendant meet with a Probation Officer within
' forty-eight (48) hours of said proceedings to go over the Supreme Court of Appeals of West
\}irginia, Division of Probation Services, Sex Offender Condifions, and that a copy of said
conditions be provided to the defendant, Kenneth Earl Mclntyre also known as William Lee
Mclntyre.

It was further ORDERED that the defendant, Kenneth Earl Mclntyre also known as
William Lee Mclntyre, pay the costs assessed in this matter and the State of West Virginia was
granted a judgment for said costs and that the same be paid within one (1) year of his release on

parole or discharge of his sentence.
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It was furfher ORDERED that payment of Court costs and Court Ordered fees shall be
paid by the defendant through the Office of the Clerk of the Circuit Court of Harrison County,
West Virginia.

Thereupon, the Court advised the defendant that pursuant to Chapter 62, Article 4,
Section 17 of the Code of West Virginia, if costs, fines, ‘forfeitures, -penalties or restitution
imposed by the Court on the defendant in this matter are not paid in full when Ordered to do so
by the Court, the Circuit Clerk shall notify the West Virginia Division of Motor Vehicles of such
failure to pay and upon such notice, the Division of Motor Vehicles shall suspend the person’s
driver’s license or privilege to operate a motor vehicle in this state until such time that the costs,
fines, forfeitures or penalties are paid. The original notice advising the defendant of the same
was ORDERED filed and made a part of the record in this case and a copy of said notice
provided to the defendant, counsel for the defendant and counsel for State.

Thereupon, the Court advised the defendant of his rights with respect to appeal.

Thereupon, the defendant was remanded to the North Central Regional Jail awaiting his

transfer to the Penitentiary of this State.
